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NIFTY HITS FRESH INTRA-DAY HIGH

Markets snap winning
run on profit booking

Mumbai, April 30

BENCHMARK NIFTY
REACHED a lifetime high on
Tuesday, fueled by a bullish
trend that drove gains in six of
the last eight trading sessions.
The Sensex also surpassed the
75,000-point mark intraday.
However, investors booked
profits during the last trading
hour, leading to key indices
erasing their gains.

The strong earnings perfor-
mance of domesticcompanies,
coupled with a positive senti-
ment in global equities, has
been driving gains in domestic
equities over the last few ses-
sions. The easing of tensions in
West Asia onlyboosted the sen-
timents further.

The Sensex fell from its
intraday high, ultimately clos-
ing 0.3% lower. Similarly, the
Nifty concluded 0.2% lower at
22,604.85 points, following its
intraday peak of 22,783.35
points, marking a new lifetime
high. Market participants
attributed the last-hour profit
booking to the anticipation of
themarket holiday on Wednes-
dayin observance of Maharash-
traDay.

Driven by bullish senti-
ments, both the Nifty and Sen-
sexrecorded their third consec-
utive monthly gains in April,
each surging over 1%. "The
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near-term outlook of Nifty
seems to be of consolidation
andasignificant rise from here
on may require FPIs returning
tothebuyside;"said DhirajRelli,
MD and CEO at HDFC Securi-
ties.

Tuesday's gains were pri-
marily propelled byautomobile
companies, with Mahindra &
Mahindra leading the pack,
surging by 4.5% to close at Rs
2,156.30. This surge followed
the launch of the XUV 3XO
model.Thestockreachedalife-
time high level of Rs 2,169.25
intraday. The shares of other
automobile companies like
Maruti Suzuki India, Tata
Motors, Hero MotoCorp, and
Bajaj Auto also saw strong buy-

inginterest.

Market experts said that
earnings from BFSI (Banking,
Financial Services,and Insur-
ance), automobile, and infra-
structure companies have thus
far been positive, serving as a
key driver for market gains.

Bankex reached a new life-
time high level on Tuesday
before closing 0.2% lower. The
sectoral index had surged by
2.7% on Monday, buoyed by
robust earnings from some
financial services majors.

"Although we expect earn-
ings growth momentum to
continue, except for the ITand
Chemicals sectors, we do not
anticipate significant upward
movementin theindex,as cur-

renthighvaluations could limit
further gains,"said Nishit Mas-
ter, portfolio manager at Axis
Securities PMS.

Although benchmark
indices surrendered their gains
on Tuesday, broader market
indices on BSE continued their
upward trajectory for the sev-
enth consecutive session,
reaching new lifetime highs.
The BSE Midcap index
advanced by 0.5%, while the
BSE Smallcap index concluded
with gains of 0.1%.

Globalinvestors willnowbe
closely monitoring the Federal
Reserve policy scheduled for
this week, particularly amidst
uncertainty surrounding
futurerateactions.

Mastersaid the potential for
no or minimal rate cuts by the
US Fed this year could lead to
market volatility,and investors
should be mindful of that."Our
year-end target for Nifty50
remains at 24000, implying a
mid-single-digit return from
currentlevels,"hesaid.

Shrizant Chouhan, head of
equityresearchat Kotak Securi-
ties also shared a similar view.
"Theoutcome/statement of the
Fed meeting will be important
asitwill havea huge impact on
bondyields/Treasuries and the
dollar index. The market will
become highlyvolatilewith the
event of general elections end-
ingin May,' Chouhan said.

RCap investor moves HC
over delisting of shares

ANINVESTORIN Reliance Cap-
ital (RCap) has filed a writ peti-
tion in the Bombay High Court
challenging the delisting of the
company shares following the
closure of the resolution

rocess.
Separately, the Hinduja
Groupresponded to the queries
raised by the insurance regula-
tor. In the writ petition, the
investorstated thatthedelisting
afterthecompletion of thereso-
lution process will result in zero
value of the company’s shares.
The petitioner is challeng-
ing the National Company Law
Tribunal's (NCLT) February 27
order,whichapproved thereso-
lution plan providing for delist-
ing of RCap shares and subse-
quent circulars issued to the

Cross-border
insolvency plan may be
put on the backburner

MANY SAY THE adoption of
UNCITRAL Model Law on
Cross-Border Insolvency
(MLCBI) may not be sufficient
todealwith cross-border cases,
as only 60 countries have
adopted the convention sofar,
which excludes several Euro-
pean countries, China, Russia,
Hong Kong and Indonesia.
Hence, in cases where the cor-
porate debtor’s (CD) assets are
situated in these countries,
cross-border norms may not
prove tobe effective.

The UNCITRAL Model
Law’s “principle of recogni-
tion” facilitates acknowledg-
ing court proceedings in for-
eign jurisdictions, helps in
minimising delays and pro-
motes efficient dispute resolu-
tion. It enables parallel and
concurrent proceedings. And
the Model Law’s “principle of
access”grants foreign creditors
and debtorstheright topartic-
ipatein court proceedings held
inanotherjurisdiction.

Officialsourcessay the gov-
ernment will have tonecessar-
ilysign bilateral pacts with sev-
eral countries in order to
enforce/recognise insolvency
proceedings of a different
jurisdiction in India or vice
versa, in addition to adopting

work that would enable the
implementation of a cross-
borderinsolvency mechanism,
based on the lines of UNCI-
TRALmodels.

In December 2021, the
committee had submitted its
report, which suggested that
MLCBI be implemented in
India ona“legislative reciproc-
ity” basis which means that
insolvency proceedings of only
those foreign countries would
be recognised or enforced in
India which have reciprocated
the corresponding rights of
recognition or enforcementin
theirjurisdiction vide enforce-
ment of same or similar legis-
lation.

“This would thus require
theadoption of bilateralagree-
ments oramendments to the
existing pacts which invariably
warrant intense discussions
and dialogues as multiple lay-
ersof discussionareinvolved,”
says Anjali Jain, partner, Are-
ness.

“Thus, the instant enforce-
ment of cross-border insol-
vencynorms might be hurdled
as the effective conclusion ofa
bilateral pactis generally shad-
owed by uncertainties,” she
says.
